Lesson Overview:

Students identify conflict solution strategies to help sort violent behaviors that support dangerous outcomes from positive and calming behaviors.
Objective:

Students will learn essential information by:

1. Identifying and practicing effective strategies to stay safe and drug-free and learn how to safely resolve conflict.

Activities / Strategies:

Present the premise that every action we take is and individual choice and it is our responsibility to make safe, healthy, nonviolent choices when we find ourselves in situations of conflict.
Present the Conflict Solution Strategies from the teacher resource sheet of the same name.  To build awareness, ask students to extend the list of danger creators and complete and expand the list of strategies.

Lead a discussion on student choices.
Assessment Criterion:

Student chooses nonviolent behaviors to safely resolve conflict.
