Lesson Overview:

Students use a graphic organizer and collaborate to compose an essay on social skills.
Objective:

Students will examine models and examples by:
1. Distinguishing between characteristics that prevent vs promote drug use and violence, including:

2. Caring vs. selfishness.
Activities / Strategies:

Divide the class into fie or six groups.  Assign a social skill to each group, for example; (helping courtesy, cooperation, respect, fairness, encouragement).  Point out to the class members that these social skills model caring for others rather than selfishness.

Using the Teacher Resource Sheet Smart (T) as a guide, instruct each student to write the assigned word at the top of a sheet of paper, draw a large (T) below the word, and label the columns look like and sounds like.  In the columns write descriptor words or phrases to model their assigned social skills.

Direct students to individually make a list of actions that illustrate the social skill and list them under looks like.   Then list ways of communicating the social skills under sounds like.

In assigned groups ask students to discuss the ideas and collaboratively write an essay on their assigned social skill.  Allow each team to share and critique the essays.
Assessment Criterion:
Each student thinks of a person they respect for exemplifying social skills and names three of their behaviors that the student wishes to emulate..
