        PEACE THROUGH OUR EYES
Lesson Overview:

Students’ develop an understanding of the contributions of people of various racial, ethnic and religious groups to our nation’s concept of peace.

Objective: 
Students will practice personal plan by:
1. Describe the benefits of living peacefully together in our world.
Activities / Strategies:

Prior to the class, find on the internet or in a book, an example of the way you say peace in sign language.  Without explaining its meaning to the students, demonstrate the sign and coach students as they practice it.  After they have mastered it, explain that it is sign language for the word peace.
Ask the students if they know any other sign language or gestures for peace.  The peace sign used during the Vietnam War was also the victory sign used the Second World War.  The Japanese bow began as a gesture of peace, showing trust by offering one’s head in a vulnerable position.  The raised, open palm of some American Indian tribes is also the gesture for (quiet, calm) in many other societies.

Ask the students if they know any visual symbols for peace. Ask why people create signs and symbols for peace; what is their motivation and purpose?

Instruct one student to read the definition of peace from the dictionary.  Lead a discussion on topics about peace including:  how a common commitment to peace can unify a group of people, a community, and our nation: contributions of individuals and groups of peacemakers.  Instruct students to complete the Student Activity Sheet Peace and to add a personal symbol for peace.

Assessment Criterion:
Student says Peace in sign language, writes several peaceful synonyms, and creates a personal peace sign..
