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Lesson 14 
OUR FRIEND, THE POLICE OFFICER 
Lesson Overview:

Students listen to a story abut police officers, identify three (3) ways police officers protect and help us, and illustrate in a drawing at least one role of the police officer.

Objective:

Students will examine models and examples by

1. Identifying and seeking out groups and individuals, including family members,  peers, and adult friends who provide encouragement to remain drug-free and nonviolent. 

Activities / Strategies:

Read a book featuring police officers such as Officer Buckle and Gloria
Discuss the many ways that police officers help us; when we are lost, when someone is hurt and when someone around us is breaking the law.

Discuss drawing supplies and ask students to create pictures of a police officer helping out in different situations.  Ask each child to describe their drawing, then discuss and display the drawings in the classroom.
Encourage Students to communicate with community police officers.  Provide the opportunity for students to mail their drawings to the local police station.  Survey the class to see if there are any students interested in a career in law enforcement or becoming a police officer when they grow up.

Assist them in writing a class thank you note to accompany their drawings.

Assessment Criterion:

Students will verbally describe then capture in a drawing at least one way  a police officer helps and protects us.

Resource Materials:

· Book that features police officers such as Officer Buckle and Gloria by Peggy Rathmann, Construction Paper, Crayons/markers.
