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Lesson 15




SHOWING RESPECT
Lesson Overview:

Students study the term respect, identify, label and describe pictures depicting acts of kindness and respect, and practice using attitudes and behaviors that demonstrate respect for themselves and others in brief skits.

Objective:

Students will examine models and behaviors by:

1. Distinguishing between characteristics that prevent versus promote drug use and violence.

2. This also includes respect versus disrespect.

Activities / Strategies;

Ask students to define the term respect (to show courtesy and kindness to yourself and others).  Ask students to name ways of showing kindness and respect for yourself / others.

For example: (1). Helping teachers collect/put away materials and supplies. (2) Listening quietly while others speak (3) waiting your turn for a drink at the fountain.

Instruct students to find pictures of people showing acts of kindness and respect (taking turns, sharing, showing courtesy).  Ask each student to describe his/her picture and then, as a class, agree on a label for each.

Divide the students in pairs and explain that each pair will act out a short skit illustrating ways we can show respect.

Model how to do a skit by preparing and acting out listening when others speak with a volunteer, while the rest of the class observes.  Explain each step of the process as you model it.
Assign the skits and give the pairs time to practice.  Then ask them to share their skits with the class.  The skits may include:

· saying please, thank you, you’re welcome * taking care of things that are given to you * taking care of things that belong to other people *taking turns sharing, etc.

Assessment Criterion:

Students identify attitudes and behaviors that demonstrate respect vs. disrespect toward others.

Resource Materials:

· Books with pictures depicting acts of kindness and respect.

Teacher Tip:

After each skit, reinforce that people who show respect to others show respect to themselves.  Ask the students to explain their skits, as not all will be able to create a set of events that are obvious.
