      THE NO ZONE
Lesson Overview:

Students study the power of art to influence and teach by creating an educational campaign for the school to prevent the use of tobacco, alcohol and other drugs by fellow students.

Objective:

 Students will practice personal plan by:

1. Identify and participate in initiatives to reduce and eliminate drugs and violence in schools and communities. 

Activities / Strategies:

Direct the students to think about how art is used in ads on billboards, in books and magazines and on television.  Discuss how art can be used to express moods, present information to inform or educate or teach others, and help prevent sickness, accidents and diseases.  Discuss examples, Smokey the Bear and Hooty the Owl.

Explain the term – zone- (area).  Explain that their school is in a drug and weapons free zone.  Direct the students to brainstorm what is meant by drug and weapons free zone.

Explain that the class is going to create its own – No Zone – campaign to educate other students about the drug and weapons free zone.  The No Zone campaign remind other students that there are no drugs or weapons allowed in the area or zone where the school is located.

Direct the students to think of items they can create or use for their campaign art and messages (posters, stickers, book marks, t-shirts, etc.)

Form cooperative teams.  Ask each team to brainstorm as many messages and art ideas as they can.  Ask the teams to report out.  Select the best messages and art ideas and choose the items on which the class can display each of the messages and art work.
As a class, in teams or as individuals, create the objects, the art and write the campaign messages.  Display and critique as a class, encouraging everyone to be sensitive and supportive of all efforts.

Assessment Criterion:

Students create a No Zone campaign with posters, stickers, and bookmarks.

Resource Materials:

A variety of art materials: paper, poster board, scissors, fabric, paints, markers, crayons, ribbon, buttons, etc.
