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Lesson 25





AVOID THE WEB
Lesson Overview:

Students explore the concept of risk and consequence (cause and effect), describe in writing on consequence of a chosen behavior and read it aloud, and evaluate positive and negative choices.

Objective:

Students will learn essential information by:

1. Identifying strategies to stay safe and drug free.

Activities / Strategies:

Prior to the activity, prepare the bulletin board by creating a giant spider’s web. 

Direct students to brainstorm two lists: a list of negative activities that peers might try to involve them in that could trap them like a bug in a spider’s web. (Examples are stealing, fighting, cheating on a test, starting rumors, and skipping school.) Also make a list of positive activities that would help them avoid getting tangled up in the spider’s web (studying, playing basketball, playing a musical instrument, helping at home).
Have either the teacher provide the class with picture cut outs of four different types of bugs, or have the students draw the four different types of bugs themselves.  Divide the class into pairs of students.  Have each pair of students identify one negative action and the consequence to it and one positive action and the consequence to it.  One partner will write the negative action on a bug’s back and then write a complete sentence describing the consequence of that action on the bug’s stomach.  The other partner will do the same for the positive action on their bug’s back and stomach.
Ask each pair to name the actions and read the consequence statements to the class.  Ask the class to decide if the consequence statement is a complete sentence. If not, rewrite as a class.

Ask the class to decide which bugs might get trapped in the spider’s web or escape it.  Ask the students to attach the bugs to the bulletin board on the appropriate location (trapped in the web or free outside of it).  Explore what happens to the bugs that are trapped and decide if those actions are important enough to live with those kind of consequences.

Assessment Criterion:

Students demonstrate an understanding that risky actions are followed by specific consequences (cause and effect).

Resource Materials:

· Supplies for the bulletin board (web (string), giant paper spiders, letters.
· Scissors

· Stapler 

Teacher Tip:

Bugs can be reproduced on brightly colored paper.  After labeling bugs, students can color and decorate them. This may be used as a health lesson for TEK 115.5 (b) (3.2) (c); (3.8) (a).
