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Lesson Plan 8




CELEBRATING FRIENDS
Lesson Overview:

Students look at the concept of cause and effect in relationships and will identify and practice communication strategies to foster friendships.

Objective:

Students will acquire Skills and Strategies by:

1. Identifying and practicing effective communication skills and strategies to help friends.

Activities / Strategies:

Read aloud Yo! Yes? to students.  Afterwards, ask “how did each character feel in the Beginning of the story? In the end?

Ask students to stand and demonstrate the gestures that show feeling ok and good about yourself and the ones that show sadness  and loneliness.

Prepare to reread the story for role playing by dividing the students into two groups.  Assign one group to read and role play the words of one character and the other group to respond with the words and actions of the other character. Then, swap roles and reread.

Discuss how it felt to play each role.  Guide students in a discussion of ways to help a friend at school or on the playground.

Encourage students to notice when others feel left out and to be a good friend. Pass out worksheets.  Ask students to think of times when they have helped a friend or family member. Ask them to draw this on the worksheet.  Ask the students to take this home to family members and discuss their work and write down acts of friendship observed at home.

Assessment Criterion:

Each student depicts one way to reach out to a friend by drawing a favorite scene.
