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Lesson 9




A VERY IMPORTANT PART
Lesson Overview:

Students study the importance of parts and recognize that each part makes a difference and that each one of them is a very important part of a class and school.

Objective:

Students will:

1. Practice Personal Plan by assessing personal strengths and challenges and list achievements.

Activities / Strategies:

Lead the students through an examination of the parts that make up the selected items.  Demonstrate and discuss how important the different parts are.  As each item is examined, say and repeat – each part is important; each part makes an important difference.
After the examination of the items is complete: ANNOUNCE: I am a part of our class. I am a very important part of our class. I make a difference. ASK, are you part of our class too?. Then affirm yes, every one of us is a part of our class.  Every one of us is a very important part of our class. We all make a difference. Reinforce multiple times as a whole and with each individual student.
Repeat this being part of your school and your town.

Assessment Criterion:

Student identifies themselves as an important part of the school and the class and identifies themselves as someone who makes a difference.

Resources / Materials:

· items with obvious, visible parts, such as puzzles, toys, pencils, books, etc.

Teacher Tip:

This activity can be repeated in a math lesson to promote algebraic thinking and/ or in a science lesson to promote the concept of elements.
