SAFE COMMUNITY MAP
Lesson Overview:

Students draw a class map depicting the types of things and places that make a community or neighborhood a safe and fun place for children and families to live.

Objective:
Students will examine Models and Examples by:

1. Developing strategies to encourage drug-free and nonviolent attitudes and   

       behaviors and to discourage drug use and violent attitudes and behaviors.

Activities / Strategies:

Read a story about people who help make our communities safer, better places to live.  Ask students to brainstorm a list of important, interesting, fun and safe locations in a community (example: police station, hospital, fire station, community center, etc.)

For fun, you might talk about the Morris Brothers secret underground tree house that contains their laboratory.  Spread butcher paper out on the floor or tape it low enough on a wall for students to draw on it.
Instruct students to glue gray paper streets onto the butcher paper, and begin drawing a community map, being sure to include many of the places discussed.

When the map is completed, ask students to talk about what they drew.  Conclude the discussion by pointing out that the places shown in the map make the community a better/safer place to live.

Assessment Criterion:

Students identifies objects or places in a community that help make it a safe/fun place for children and families to live.

Resource Materials:

· a book about community helpers

· Butcher paper at least 5 feet long, Marker, crayons and Glue.
· Gray construction paper cut into strips to represent streets for the map
