OUR IDEAL COMMUNITY
Lesson Overview:

Students identify and explain the importance of civic participation in creating a society that is violence and drug free.
Objective: 
Students will practice a personal plan by:
1. Identifying and participating in initiatives to reduce and eliminate drugs and violence in schools and communities.
Activities / Strategies:

Present the following questions to the class and list their answers.  * What would an ideal safe and drug-fee community look like? * If this is our goal, identify obstacles that might prevent achievement of this goal. * identify resources available to help reach this goal.
Distribute the Activity sheet as a student or a home-centered activity.  Encourage students to list ways they can serve the community.  Ask students to share these ideas with the class.  Form teams by categories of community service activities.  Ask each team to develop a plan to enact the ideas generated.  Ask Teams to present plans to the class.

Distribute the Home centered activity What could we do. Direct students to take this home and talk it over with their family, then write a paragraph on an activity their family could participate in to improve the environment in the community.  Direct students to return the activity as requested.

Assessment Criterion: 
Students will describe their next steps to make a commitment to participate in one of the community service activities.
